Even our obligations to God require simple
diligence (1 Tim. 4:14-16).
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The Zeal to do the Daring

 We need to understand moments of urgency
(Lk. 9:1-5; cf. Lk. 22:36-38).

« We are called to abandon comfort, not duty (Jn.
19:26-27).

* Preparing for the great moment requires
consistency in the simple moments (Matt.

26:40-41).
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Bringing the Two Together

Have a radical devotion to the simple acts of
obedience (1 Tim. 4:12-13, 15).

Have a life that looks radical by comparison
(1 Cor. 7:29-31).

Make radical devotion normal (1 Tim. 3:2).
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
