9. What was the attitude of the people toward the judges?  (Joshua 2:17-19)

10.  List two reasons why God left a remnant of the Canaanites in the land. (Judges 2:20 – 3:6)

11.  Using the whole passage from Question #10, explain the cycle of events that was to recur all through the period of the judges.
