Chapter 1
• Gen. 15:5, 13-14

- “Count the stars… So shall your descendants be”
- Strangers in a foreign land
- Oppressed
- God will judge that nation
- Come out with many possessions

• “Fruitful… increased greatly…multiplied… grew 
strong… the land was filled with them” (v. 7)

• Psa. 105:24 – “God caused His people to be very 
fruitful”

• Acts 7:17 – “Time of the promise was approaching”
