Lesson 1: The Invasion and Conquest of Canaan – Joshua 1–12



5. Summarize the divine battle plan for Jericho. What was the result of 
Israel’s obedience to this plan? Why did Israel fail to overcome the 
next city Ai? (Josh 7:1, 10—15) (OPTIONAL: The word cherem, translated 
“ban” in Josh 6:17, usually means “devoted to destruction.” Find every 
occurrence of this word in the Old and look for a pattern of meaning.)

6. God won battles miraculously (Jericho) and providentially (Ai). What 
did Joshua and Israel do in response to the work of God among them? 
(Josh 8:30—35)



7. The Gibeonites used a lie to their advantage (Josh 9:3—13, 15—18a). 
What did the leaders of Israel, including Joshua, not do before they 
made peace with Gibeon (V. 14)? How did the Israelites respond to their 
leaders? (V. 18b)

8. Joshua asked God to prolong the day so that he could win the war 
against the kings (Josh 10:12—13a). In what book was Joshua’s poetic 
prayer first included? (V. 13b; CF. 2 Sam 1:17—27) Does the inclusion of 
nonbiblical literature in the Bible deny the inspiration of Scripture or 
affirm the inspiration of these other works? Explain.



9. The Bible mentions the Anakim several times (17x; Num 13:22, 28, 33; 
Deut 1:28; 2:10, 11, 21; 9:2; Josh 11:21, 22; 14:12, 15; 15:13, 14; Judg 1:20). 
By the end of the conquest, the Anakim were left only in what cities? 
(Josh 11:22) What nation (eventually) dwelt in these cities? (Judg 16:1, 
21; 1 Sam 5:1, 8; 6:17; 17:4, 52)

Challenge: What command of God are you nervous to obey? Read the 
admonition of Josh 1:9 again. Since God promises to be with you when you 
step out in faith and do his will, take a moment now to pray and create a 
plan of action so that you can take the next step of obedience this week.
